The Australian crocodile is the largest crocodile in the world. It can grow up to seven meters long,
and the biggest can weigh up to 1,000 kilometers. It has only two muscles to open its mouth but 40 to
close it! What makes crocodiles so dangerous is that they attack extremely quickly, and they take their
victims under the water to drown them. They usually attack in the water, but they can suddenly come out
of a river and attack animals or people. And they can run on land as fast as 17 kilometers per hour.

Every year in Australia there are crocodile attacks on humans. Two years ago a 24-year-old German
tourist died when she went for a swim in a lake.
